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• While Thailand has already achieved the MDG Goal 3 
on gender equality and education, the number of 
illiterate adult women, especially those over 40 and 
girls dropping out of school due to family poverty, 
especially in rural areas, is still an issue. 
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• These women may be considered either as a 
‘‘hindrancehindrance’’ or as ‘potential assetspotential assets’’

Upon being granted educational opportunities,  
these women may be able to access a variety of  

information, resources and services that will 
pave their way out of poverty, leading to self-

reliance and economic sustainability
